RANDOM SPONGE TECHNIQUE

Dip a clean damp sponge into the AnticoGlaze

CS product and apply the product to the wall

in a random fashion, achieving a swirled or

sponged-on look. Color, depth and contrast

are achieved by distributing the product

randomly with the final appearance in mind.

SPRAY TECHNIQUE

Airless sprayer equipment recommendation:

e 1 GPM or 0.54 GPM airless sprayer.

e Tipsize: 15-17

* Pump pressure and tip size per spray
applicator preference

Lightly and randomly spray the product on

the wall with a low pressure sprayer.

Back float the product using a float as

needed to remove or soften the look of the

color application. Frequently squeeze or

rinse with water any excess product from the

sponge float.
